Functions:
Different computer applications have different hardware requirements.

For instance, a multimedia application is more complicated than a word

Processing application, so its hardware requirement is higher.

Pre-installed software:

In general, software packages are quite expensive. We don’t need to buy

them if they are already installed in a computer. But we should note 

whether the software is legal or a trial version.

Upgrading capacity:

As the software is getting more powerful, the demand on hardware is 

getting stronger. It is better to buy a computer that allows considerable

upgrading. In this case, we may upgrade some of the components

such as the hard disk drives or main memory to suit our growing needs.

Maintenance and after-sales service:

Many computer vendors provide one or two-year maintenance service

and technical support to consumers.
