Embedding a file

When you embed a file into a Web page, it can automatically begin to play when the page loads (as long as your visitor has the necessary player).

To use Dreamweaver to embed a video or audio file into a Web page, follow these steps:

1. Click to insert the cursor where you want the file to display on your Web page. If you’re inserting a sound file, the play, pause, and stop controls display wherever you insert the file.

2. Select Common from the Insert bar, if it isn’t already selected.

3. From the Media drop-down list on the Common Insert bar, choose Plugin. (The icon looks like a puzzle piece.)

You can also choose Insert➪Media➪Plugin. 
The Select File dialog box appears.

4. Browse your drive to locate the sound or video file you want inserted in your page and click to select it.

5. Click OK.

The dialog box closes, and the file is automatically inserted on the page. You see a small icon that represents the file (the icon looks like a puzzle piece).

6. Click the icon to open the file options in the Properties inspector. The options for the file you have embedded appear in the Properties inspector.

7. Click the Preview button (the icon that looks like a globe at the top of the work area) to open the page in a browser where you can best test your multimedia file.

Dreamweaver launches your specified Web browser and displays the page. If you have the necessary player and you have the file set to autoplay, your file automatically displays when the page launches.
